¸ Vision - The Connected Vehicle Proving Center is an 

Environment that serves as a catalyst and magnet to 

attract and advance technology innovation to the 

atmosphere created by the CVPC.

¸ Capabilities

É Access to wireless enabled roads - The Backbone of the 

Environment is an Infrastructure comprised of: 

Åthe road network (accessible and instrumented) within Michigan;

Åthe wireless communication networks to provide connectivity;

Åthe relationships (professional networks) provided by CAR with the 

auto industry, and CVTA with the supplier community.

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The CVPC Responsibilities

¸Primary responsibilities of the Proving 

Center will be to:

ÉDeploy the appropriate technologies and 

connectivity options to enable organizations to 

utilize the backbone capabilities; and 

ÉOrganize and operate outreach activities in 

the form of conferences, workshops, exhibits, 

forums to recruit participants and to establish 

a showcase to promote partnerships
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The CVPC as Showcase

¸ Equally important is the envisioned use of the Proving 

Center and Showcase for companies and agencies to 

highlight their accomplishments and capabilities in this 

field.  

É Collaborators and Contributors will have rights to use this 

facility and the extensive broadcast capabilities (web and 

other) to introduce items of importance to both mass 

audiences and targeted customers securely.

É Users of this Center are envisioned as automakers, 

automotive suppliers, consumer electronics firms, hardware 

and software developers, standards organizations, public 

entities such as transportation agencies, content providers 

and aggregators, and communication providers, among others.

¸ In order to develop, test and demonstrate, you need: 

É Vehicles

É Roads or track

É In-vehicle devices to send and receive information

É Communication systems

É Network Operating Center, including Switches, Servers and 

Applications

É Databases of relevant and common information (such as map data)

É Other Servers (Automaker/supplier/web servers)

É Display systems (such as Transportation Centers)

É Garage space to install equipment in vehicles

É Laboratory space to test applications and equipment

É Conference, demonstration and display space
